Do you remember when?
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WHILEYOU WERE WAITING

While everyone was waiting and speculating about the

C7 Corvette, Chevrolet and General Motors have quietly
been developing and producing a new Daytona Prototype
of the Corvette and it’s now ready to compete in the 50th
Anniversary of the 24 Hours of Daytona. It was just ten
years ago the Daytona Prototype category appeared on the
circuit. The Corvette has competed in everything from
SCCA "Trans-Am series to the current ALMS GT but there
has been little effort in prototype competition. In 1985
John Greenwood introduced into the then Grand Tour-
ing Prototype class a Rick Hendrick/Lola car deemed the
Corvette GTP. By the end of the 1988 racing season the
twin-turbo V-6 Corvette was shelved with 12 poles and two
wins to its credit.

In 1991 GM tasked the Riley brothers and Pratt & Miller to
deliver the revolutionary Chevy Intrepid GTP for a proto-
type run. This effort was even less successful and ended in
1992. In the long gap that followed, there was the forget-
table Cadillac Northstar program with zero wins. Fol-
lowing that, GM shifted its full effort to Corvette’'s ALMS
and LeMans GT racing. The high cost and low returns of
prototype racing has killed the program for good.

Then a couple years ago interest was renewed with an eye
toward resurrecting the Hendrick Corvette GTP but in
prototype format. This contemporary version became the
new Corvette Daytona Prototype (DP). Emphasis from the
beginning was on carrying styling cues from the current
Corvette. “The Corvette DNA was to be unmistakable.”
After only one year of design and testing the Corvette DP
was ready for more than 100 hours of full-scale wind tun-
nel tests. One advantage the cars will have in competition,
“We've always been committed to running an all-American

Chevrolet debuts the first ever Corvette Daytona Prototype

team and know that this gorgeous new Corvette body will
make us stand out among the other cars and manufactur-
ers in the marketplace,” said Bob Stallings of the Gainsco-
Riley-Chevrolet team.

This year there'll be a handful of all- American Corvette
DP’s on the track to give Americans “something to root
for - a bit of the old ‘Baseball, Hot Dogs, Apple Pie and
Chevrolet spirit.” Said Wayne Taylor, owner of SunTrust
Racing, long affiliated with GM prototypes, “If you look at
the continuity, the experience and even some of the youth
involved in Corvette coming back to racing prototypes, it’s
hard not to feel bullish about our chances.” AND, maybe
another good reason why we should make our first club
trip to Lyme Rock this year?
