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Another Concept Car from GM’s Past

In last month’s article on the
Impala Corvette concept car, I
mentioned that this month we
would examine another vehicle
that had an influence on design
changesin the early Corvette
models. This vehicle was a con-
cept car made in 1955 and was
displayed at the 1955 Motorama.
As was true of most concept cars
it was never fully functional.

The La Salle IT’s engine was
complete in appearance only. At
one point it is believed that GM
considered making this vehicle
the basis of the 1956 Corvette de-
sign. In 1958 two La Salle II’s were
sent to a scrap yard to be crushed.
Destruction was to be done at the
Warhoop Scrap yard in Detroit
but the yard owner
stored onein sections
and another four-door
sedan version was left
almost whole. Unfor-
tunately they spent 45
years exposed to the
elements. A gentle-
man named Joe Bortz,
a nightclub owner, who
has rescued several GM
concept cars, rescued
both in 1988.

is now undergoing an

unusual restoration into and electric vehicle. An electric
motor and batteries as well as drive controls have been in-
stalled and the vehicle has been driven at very slow speeds.
Speed will be governed by the amount of voltage applied.
Right now speed is not a key issue but much higher speed is
achievable. There is hope of displaying it at Pebble Beach in
2012 but there is a lot more work to be done to make that a
reality.

You will notice the La Salle IT has a side cove which was
adapted to the 1956 Corvette and it had tail pipes extend-
ing through the rear body structure.

of independently moving
on and off stage at car shows. The sedan version will be re-
stored at a later date.
